CSK KINDERGARTEN APPLICATION 
LOTTERY PROCESS AND WAITLIST
Complete all new student registration 
forms online and the CSK Kindergarten 
application. Both new Kindergarten 
Registration and the CSK Kindergarten 
application must be completed during the 
April 21-25 registration period. After the 
application is received it will be included in the 
lottery. The lottery will take place in May after 
April Kindergarten Registration ends.

Parents may complete and submit the Kindergarten 
application after the lottery takes place. If all slots are 
not filled through the lottery, students will be admitted 
based on community allocations (Board Policy 7:53).  If 
all slots are filled through the lottery, students will be 
placed on the waitlist.
